Sunrise Disposal will be picking up yard debris on Saturday, April 10, 2010.  There will be no limit on the number of bags or bundles you put out for Sunrise Disposal to pick up.  The bags or bundles must not exceed 60 lbs.  All limbs and branches must be securely tied in bundles to facilitate handling by the pick up crews.  Place all yard debris where you normally set your garbage cans on the night of Friday, April 09, 2010.

NO COMPOST SALES IN 2010


The City of Omak will not be producing compost for public sale due to the increase in production costs. It costs the City $67/yard to produce the Class A compost material, leading to an estimated loss of $33,000 over the average amount sold to the public in the years past. The City is able to dispose of the Class B material at approximately $27/yard. Only enough composted Class A material will be produced to enable the distribution of the Class B per the Department of Ecology’s requirements. This will save the ratepayers considerable variable costs each year. The City will honor receipts for compost purchased last year, but not picked up. However, there will be no additional sales. RV PARK OPENED MARCH 15








CARL PRECHT MEMORIAL RV PARK OPENED MARCH 15, 2010


     The RV Park located at the Northeast end of Eastside Park has 68 RV sites and the cost is $20 per night for RV’S and $11 for tent camping.  The City only accepts US FUNDS for payment.


     There will be a new payment method in effect this year. The City has purchased new envelopes that customers will retrieve from a drop box location by the showers. These envelopes have spaces for all information needed and a stub that campers will need to place inside the driver’s side of the windshield so City personnel can monitor payments.

     The Public Works Director, Jim Miller, is working with various funding agencies to secure financing for the replacement of Omak’s Sewer Collections System. Ninety-eight percent of the current collection system piping is concrete pipe. It is many years past its lifecycle and poses an imminent threat to the health and welfare to the City and its citizens. This project will be executed in stages with the East Dewberry Street trunk that collects the sewage from North Omak the highest priority. 


     Underground trenchless technology will be used where ever possible to minimize disruption to the citizens, street damage, and to lower cost to the citizens. It is the intent of the project to have all side sewers to each business and household replaced as part of this project.

Each year all over the State of Washington there are numerous pedestrian fatalities due to motorists failing to yield to persons crossing in crosswalks. 


     The Police Department receives many complaints from people who have almost been run over in crosswalks or who were unable to cross in a timely manner since no one would stop to let them cross. 


     The diagram next to this article shows some scenarios which demonstrate the laws involved in pedestrian safety in crosswalks.


     Three rules you should always abide by when approaching a crosswalk are:


     1.  Vehicles must stop if a pedestrian is in their half of the roadway.


     2.  Vehicles must stop if a pedestrian is within one lane of their half of the roadway.


     3.  Once the pedestrian is beyond one lane of their half of the roadway, the vehicles may go.
