CALL TO ORDER:

Mayor Gagne called the regular meeting of the Omak City Council to order at 7:00 PM and everyone joined in the flag salute.

CONSENT AGENDA:

Member Goebel moved, seconded by Member DeCesari, to approve the consent agenda consisting of minutes from the June 7, 2010 meeting; and claims checks numbered 1288-1340, in the amount of $128,120.93. As there were no questions from Council or the audience, Council voted and unanimously approved the motion. 
CORRESPONDENCE AND MAYOR’S REPORT:


Mayor Gagne asked City employees Jesus Arciniega and Bryan Coffey to step forward to the podium.  She presented them with a Certificate of Appreciation plaque from the City for the “Outstanding Wastewater Treatment Plant in 2009 Award” they received from the Department of Ecology.  Public Works Director Miller stated there are only one in five sewer treatment plants in the state that operate at the level of Omak’s plant.  He is proud of their performance for the City, and commended them on their diligence and consistency in making the most of the resources given them in operating the plant.

PUBLIC HEARINGS:


2011-2016 Six Year Street Transportation Improvement Plan

Mayor Gagne opened the hearing at 7:08 PM.  City Administrator Malone told Council the Street Committee had met and reviewed the Plan.  He highlighted some of the changes since the last Plan, noting the removal of the Ross Canyon and Okoma Drive projects.  He noted a revised copy Council was given in which upgrades to the Visitor Information Center are included because it may qualify for Transportation Enhancement Grant funding.  As there were no comments from Council or the audience, Mayor Gagne closed the hearing at 7:12 PM.


George Wilson Request for Comprehensive Plan Map and Zoning Map Revisions


Mayor Gagne opened the hearing at 7:12 PM, noting this was a closed record hearing, allowing no additional testimony.  She read a disclaimer regarding the proper protocol for a closed record hearing.  When she asked Council if they had any discussion or questions for staff, there were none.  Mayor Gagne closed the hearing at 7:15 PM.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

Ordinance 1675– 2nd Reading –Amend 2010 Budget-Equip. Rental Capital Purchase-Vactor Truck

Member Clark moved, seconded by Member DeCesari, to approve Ordinance 1675.  After a short discussion on the basis of the ordinance, and with no comments from the audience, Council voted and unanimously approved the motion.

Ordinance 1676– 2nd Reading –Amend 2010 Budget-C.E.-Stampede Grandstand Improvements


Member Goebel moved, seconded by Member Cariker, to approve Ordinance 1676.  After a short narrative regarding the purpose of the appropriation, and with no comments from the audience, Council voted and unanimously approved the motion.

Ordinance 1677– 2nd Reading –Amend 2010 Budget-C.E. for Library Upgrade Project


Member Goebel moved, seconded by Member Clark, to approve Ordinance 1677.  Public Works Director Miller stated the funding for this scope of work will give us a complete project for the Library.  He plans to bring the final cost amounts to the Audit Committee and the next Council meeting.  After some discussion regarding the volume of patrons at the Library, and no comments from the audience, Council voted and unanimously approved the motion.

Ordinance 1678– 2nd Reading –Amend 2010 Budget-Sewer Fund for Cultural Resources Survey

Member DeCesari moved, seconded by Member Clark, to approve Ordinance 1678.  After some discussion regarding comparative costs through the engineering firm, and no comments from the audience, Council voted and unanimously approved the motion.
NEW BUSINESS: 

Response to George Wilson Request for Comprehensive Plan Map and Zoning Map Revisions

Member Foth moved, seconded by Member Sackman, to formally adopt by reference, the Planning Commission’s Findings of Fact and Conclusions, (attached) and deny the application by George and Alta Wilson for the Comprehensive Plan Map and Zoning Map amendments as filed. As there was no discussion, Council voted and unanimously approved the motion.
            
Resolution 39-2010 – Bid and Contract for Mosquito Spraying in Conjunction with Okanogan

Member Sackman moved, seconded by Member Clark, to approve Resolution 39-2010.  After some discussion regarding the proper timing of the aerial application, and no comments from the audience, Council voted and unanimously approved the motion.

Resolution 40-2010 – Dept. of Natural Resources Contract for Helitack Base at Omak Airport

Member Clark moved, seconded by Member Sackman, to approve Resolution 40-2010.  Mayor Gagne recognized Kevan Roberts in the audience, District Manager for the DNR, and asked if he would like to address Council.  He stated he had no comments but would answer any questions they had.  City Administrator Malone told Council this is an annual arrangement with the DNR and beneficial to the City in improvements they make to the area along with the purchase of fuel.  As there was no further discussion and no comments from the audience, Council voted and unanimously approved the motion.

Resolution 41-2010 – 2011-2016 Six Year Transportation Improvement Plan

Member Foth moved, seconded by Member Clark, to approve Resolution 41-2010.  As there was no discussion and no comments from the audience, Council voted and unanimously approved the motion.

Resolution 42-2010 – Intent to Adopt the Updated Shoreline Master Program

Member DeCesari moved, seconded by Member Clark, to approve Resolution 42-2010.  Kurt Danison, contract planner for the City, reminded Council that by approving this Resolution, they are not committing to adopting the draft plan as it now exists.  The Plan will be submitted to the Department of Ecology for their review and possible revisions.  After some discussion, and no comments from the audience, Council voted and unanimously approved the motion.
OTHER BUSINESS: 

 Council Committees:


Member Foth, Chairman of the Hotel/Motel Committee, stated the City had received a request from Sherry Watts, representing the All Class Reunion scheduled in 2011, for some 2010 Hotel/Motel funds to mail out invitations in September this year.  The Reunion Committee is working in conjunction with the Centennial Committee to parallel their events in 2011. Ms. Watts has requested $2,330 to mail 5,000 initial notices, and 2,000 follow-up letters this fall. Member Foth added that the Committee supports this request.  City Administrator Malone told Council there are ample funds in the Hotel/Motel Fund to cover this request, and he will bring an appropriating ordinance for a first reading to the next meeting.

Staff Reports:

Building Official Raymond stated he will be asking for a Police/Fire Committee meeting to review adoption of new fire and building codes.


Police Chief Schreckengast told Council there are possibly 15 candidates on file to fill the police officer position vacated by Tyler King, and we will be scheduling an Interview Board by mid-July. He added that Mr. King signed an employment contract with the City for a three year employment commitment.  The consequences of voluntarily breaking that contract will result in an invoice being sent to him for costs incurred by the City that can be directly related to his training.

Public Works Director Miller asked to meet with the Park Committee to discuss policy changes in the pool and clarification of the City’s responsibilities regarding the arena grandstands.  He discussed the full-time Public Works Utility Worker position now being advertised; maintenance on equipment at the Sewer Plant; and the need for a $7,000 to $8,000 upgrade to the computer system in City Hall.  He would like to initiate an electronic work order and asset management system for the Public Works Department and committed to having it operational by September 1st this year.

City Administrator Malone told Council the City had received bids for the airport project that came in $200,000 lower than the engineers at USKH estimated.  He would like to meet with the Audit/Airport Committee to review the bids and recommendation from USKH to accept the bid from Granite Northwest.  

Member DeCesari expressed concerns about the arena PA system, as well as who is responsible to keep the arena and grandstands clean.  He requested the Stampede Committee review these issues, and his suggestion was supported by Members Clark and Goebel.

As there was no further business, Council adjourned at 7:47 PM.
