DEMOLITION PERMIT APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS

Demolition or partial demolition of buildings in the City of Omak shall comply with the following provisions:

· Asbestos: It shall be presumed that all buildings scheduled for demolition may contain "friable asbestos". Therefore, prior to the issuance of a demolition permit, written verification will be required from the Department of Ecology stating that all requirements pursuant to Washington State Law have been met. They can be reached at (509) 575-2491.

· Dump Sites: Material other than asbestos shall be dumped in a location approved by the Building Official, and the location of debris disposal must be provided at the time of application for a demolition permit.

· Sewer Cap: Abandoned sewers must be capped in an approved manner, and a sewer cap permit must be obtained from the City of Omak Public Works Department (826-1170) prior to the issuance of a demolition permit.

· Plans & Schedules: The Building Official or Fire Chief may require plans and schedules of the work.

· Fire Access: Access for Fire Department vehicles and apparatus must be maintained at all times during demolition.

· Barricades: Barricades must be provided as needed to protect pedestrians, vehicles and adjacent properties.

· Burning of Combustible Waste: Burning of waste materials, trash or rubbish is not permitted at the demolition site without prior approval. Accumulations of such material shall be removed from the site as often as necessary to minimize hazards. Approval of on-site burning is by the Fire Department and must comply with their regulations and restrictions.

· Fire Guards: When, in the opinion of the Fire Chief, the demolition is of a hazardous nature, the chief may require qualified personnel to serve as on-site fire guards. The sole duty of such fire guards shall be to watch for the occurrence of fire.

· Fire Hose: Fire hoses as required by the Fire Chief shall be maintained at the demolition site. Such hoses shall be connected to an approved water source in a manner not to impede Fire Department use of hydrants.

· Water Supply: Access to fire hydrants shall not be obstructed.

· Standpipes: Such systems shall be properly disconnected or removed.

· Cutting and Welding Operations: A suitable, approved type of fire extinguisher shall be kept at the location where welding or cutting is being performed. A fire guard shall be on hand of welding or cutting is done above or within 10 feet of combustible construction or material, and a fire watch shall be maintained for a minimum of/2 hour following completion of welding or cutting operations.

· Automatic Sprinkler Protection: Such systems shall not be rending inoperative without prior approval from the Fire Chief.
NOTICE TO

DEMOLITION CONTRACTORS

Pursuant to federal rules (40 CFR 61), you are required to notify Department of Ecology at least 10 days prior to commencing demolition of any public or commercial structure or residential structure of 5 units or more. PENALTIES may be applied for non-compliance.

The main purpose of the notification requirement is to allow for inspection of structures to be demolished in order to confirm that all regulated asbestos-containing materials have been identified via survey and properly removed.

BUILDINGS SLATED FOR DEMOLITION OR RENOVATION MUST BE SURVEYED FOR ASBESTOS PRIOR TO PROJECT START.

ASBESTOS SURVEY REQUIREMENTS specify that it shall be unlawful for any person to cause or allow any demolition unless the property owner or the owner's agent obtains an asbestos survey of the structure to be demolished. This survey must be conducted by an Asbestos Hazard Emergency Response Act (AHERA) building inspector.

1. This good faith inspection should determine whether materials to be worked on or removed contain asbestos.

2. Only an AHERA building inspector may determine that a suspect material does not contain asbestos.

3. A summary of the results of the asbestos survey shall either be posted by the property owner or the owner's agent at the work site or communicated in writing to all persons who may come into contact with the material.

AHERA BUILDING INSPECTOR means a person who has successfully completed the training requirements for a building inspector established by EPA Asbestos Model Accreditation Plan; Interim Final Rule (40 CFR Part 763.90 (g)) and whose certification is current.
