Approval of Minutes

Commissioner Lynch asked to clarify a statement in the minutes made by Commissioner Potter. When she read the minutes, it sounds like the Commission thought the Wilson Comprehensive Plan Map Revision and Zoning Map Revision was a really good idea but they voted with staff.  The Commission wanted to be sure it was clear to City Council they did not think the revisions were a good idea. Mr. Raymond will be sure council understands this and it will be in the record.  

Commissioner Lynch moved, seconded by Commissioner Hansen to approve the March 24, 2010 special meeting minutes. Motion carried.  

Public Hearing – Draft Shoreline Master Program 
Chairman Sandefur opened the Public Hearing at 7:13 p.m. He wanted the record to show there were no members in the audience for public comment. Mr. Danison read the staff report.   
After the staff report was read, Chairman Sandefur wanted to make clear that if anyone on the Commission stand to gain anything from the plan to please state that now. The record will show that none of the Commissioners had a conflict.  Chairman Sandefur asked if anyone had questions for Mr. Danison. Chairman Sandefur asked about the navigability definition. Mr. Danison said it was defined in chapter 2, 2.112. After reading the definition, Chairman Sandefur asked if there would be a question as to what a vessel is. Mr. Dansion said there shouldn’t be but, it can be defined.  A vessel would include human powered watercrafts.  Mr. Raymond briefly reviewed conforming and non-conforming use.  He said this had been a long process that began at the County and more recently the cities have been meeting to customize it. He feels it’s a really good document.

The public hearing was closed at 7:28 p.m.

Commissioner Radford moved, seconded by Commissioner Hansen to recommend that City Council pass a resolution of intent to adopt the Draft Shoreline Master program.  Motion carried. 

Other Business

Chairman Sandefur reminded the Commission they were asked by City Council to review the animal ordinance.  Mr. Raymond briefly read through the ordinance, he asked that the Commissioners review Omak Municipal Code, Title 6 prior to the July meeting.  Deputy Clerk Thomas will send copies of the city council minutes to the Commissioners so they have some background of the proposed ordinance.
