Election of Chairman for 2010


Commissioner Lynch nominated, seconded by Commissioner Hansen. Bob Sandefur as Chairman and Barry Hansen as Vice-Chair for 2010. Motion carried. 

Approval of Minutes

The minutes from the November 4, 2009 did not include Commissioner Barry Hansen. Commissioner Hansen moved, seconded by Commissioner Potter to approve the November 4, 2009 minutes amending the minutes to reflect that Commissioner Hansen was present. Motion carried. 

Outdoor Lighting Ordinance

The Commission requested this agenda item be deferred until the next meeting. They wanted clarification from Building Official Raymond as to what changes should be made if any.  Chairman Sandefur asked Commissioner Anderson to review the residential portion of the lighting ordinance and report his findings. 

Discussion of Topics for Future Planning Commission/City Council Workshop


Mr. Danison suggested that Public Works Director, Jim Miller attend the Planning Commission Meeting in February. Mr. Danison felt the Commission should be informed about the city sewer issues. He summarized the problems the city had with the Dewberry sewer system.  The sewer pipes were installed around the 1930’s and they are deteriorating and the side sewers are the same way. The City is looking for funds to replace the sewage collection system. The project is expected to cost eight to ten million dollars. Kurt said the City is discussing replacement options of either pipe bursting or digging up and replacing the lines. Mr. Miller will give a detailed presentation in February. Kurt advised the Planning Commission that after the water and sewer comprehensive plans are updated late fall, the Planning Commission will begin updating the Capital Facility Plan.

Kurt’s staff has been reviewing the County Comprehensive Plan. Any significant policy or regulatory changes will be brought to the Planning Commission of each City for review. Kurt expects that the Planning Commission will review the Regional Shoreline Master Plan document beginning in March with a draft plan anticipated by June 2010.   
Other Business


Commissioner Hansen commented about constructing a building at the Omak Airport. His understanding is that if someone builds on City land the building would revert to the City after twenty years with the option of moving the building.

Chairman Sandefur will attend the next City Council Meeting and invite Council Members to the February 3rd Planning Commission Meeting.


Citizen Jamie Myxter introduced himself. He moved to the Okanogan area to pursue community development work. Currently he is a teacher at the Colville Confederated Tribes in Nespelem. He asked questions about Planning Commission and the duties. Kurt replied that the Planning Commission was established to provide a lay body that provides recommendations to the City Council regarding land use matters.  Mr. Myxter thanked the Commission for inviting him.  

Chairman Sandefur acknowledged the citizens in attendance. They expressed concern that there would be a possible conflict of interest with one of the Commissioners in regards to the lighting ordinance. Chairman Sandefur and other members assured them all members of the board have been very professional.
