Call To Order

Approval of Minutes

Commissioner Hansen moved, seconded by Commissioner Anderson to approve the February 3, 2010 minutes as written. Motion carried. 

Shoreline Master Plan Review

Kurt Danison, Contract Planner explained to the Commission that the Shoreline Master Program update began in 2006. The process was funded by grants from the Department of Ecology. In September of 2009 Okanogan County released a preliminary draft that had comments from the DOE. The County is still in the process of updating their land use plans.  
The last couple of weeks, representatives from several cities and towns have been meeting to develop a draft Shoreline Master Program. The City of Omak Planning Commission will go through each chapter and decide if changes should be made or if the document is fine.  With Omak having the levy and a built out shoreline the function level remains high so what Omak is currently doing in regards to land use is working well. Kurt said he doesn’t expect the Planning Commission will have to make a lot of changes to the document. 

The Commissioners reviewed Chapter 1, Introduction. Commissioner Hansen pointed out what he felt was a blanket statement in this chapter requiring compliance with the Growth Management Act. Kurt added to the sentence so it referred to only critical areas in the GMA. Kurt discussed conforming and non-conforming uses. If the lot does not conform, DOE does not want anything done unless they go through a shoreline conditional use permit process. Kurt is hoping DOE will allow non-conformity to be an administrative decision.  Chapter 2, Definitions, there was discussion about economic feasibility and how it will be measured. Kurt suggested they review the definitions and if anyone has questions, they can be discussed at the next meeting. He said 2.166 in chapter 2 is a good definition to read. The terminology in Chapter 2, section 2.173 “Urban Growth Areas” will be changed. They finished up with Chapter 3, Public Participation and Chapter 5, Shorelines of Statewide Significance. Kurt suggested prior to the next meeting they read Chapter 6, Regional Master Program Goals and Policies.  
Other Business

  
Kurt explained to the Planning Commission that the state changed some rules regarding subdivisions. At some point the Planning Commission will need to hold a Public Hearing to revise the Omak Municipal Code to reflect state statute. 

Craig advised the Planning Commission that they may have a Public Hearing next month for a Comprehensive Plan Map and Zoning Plan Map amendment and a quorum will be critical.
Chairman Sandefur said City Council approved the zoning text amendments with a change to the short-term recreational vehicle use. Craig said the zoning text initially prohibited a recreation vehicle to connect to the City sewer. A few people in the City of Omak have installed a sewer stub specifically for their recreational vehicle and this was the reason for the revision.
