Approval of Minutes

Commissioner Holden moved, seconded by Commissioner Cariker, to approve the March 10, 2009 minutes as written.  Motion carried.


Eastside Park Master Plan Update

Kurt Danison told the Park Board the Eastside Park update contains two parts.  The Park Board will update the Eastside Park Master Plan and the corresponding sections of the Comprehensive Park and Recreation Plan.  He reviewed the suggested changes to the Comprehensive Park & Recreation Plan stating the text updates were made to reflect the new arena project including photos, additions and strike outs.  The text in the Six Year Capital Improvement Plan section reflects the removal of completed projects and highlights projects that are not complete.  Mr. Danison said the Park Board has time to revise the Eastside Plan and Comprehensive Plan as the City will not be seeking funds this year for the open play are in Eastside Park.  The City did not budget for the required matching funds.
Commissioner Grooms said the Stampede has money set aside for park improvements.  This money may be available to repair the horseshoes on the dike.  

Other Business
Commissioner Kirk shared with the board the possible Title IX issue for the High School in regards to the Baseball and Softball Fields they use in the Eastside Park.  Currently the boys Baseball Field has a scoreboard.  In order to have equitable fields, the School District would need to install a scoreboard at the girls Softball field.  The School District would have to extend power to the Shirley Bowden Field and connect a scoreboard.  He has research the cost involved with extending the power and asked what steps he would take to get permission for the installation.  Mr. Danison suggested he speak with City Council. 
Commissioner Holden said she spoke with Georgia Tongle about the Horseshoe signs along the dike.  She thought that Steve Hardy and Georgia could communicate by phone about the sign repair.  
Commissioner Grooms wanted to ensure the sign located in the RV Park directing visitor’s downtown was replaced in the near future.  When Mary Henrie was on the Park Board, this was a priority for her.  Commissioner Grooms would like the board to follow through with this request. 

The May 12, 2009 Park Board Meeting will be held at the Stampede Office.  The Park Board will tour the Eastside Park and have a short discussion about the Eastside Park Plan and Park & Recreation Comprehensive Plan.
