Old business from minutes
· NCW has offered to buy metal, wheeled shelves for the Young Adult section which will improve the area and make it more inviting to teens. The shelves can be moved to where needed.
· The library is still in the process of hiring someone for their full time position and are hoping to start interviews by mid month after the Face Book post has been put up.
· Masks are still required at the library regardless of vaccination status. Social distancing, 30 minute library time and more seating options are also being used to keep staff and patrons safe. This may change as NCW continues to monitor vaccination rates and the county Covid 19 rates.
· The Summer Reading Program starts today. The theme is Reading Colors Your World. There will be a variety of books for children and adults as well as prizes for the children.
· June is LBGTQ+ month so there is a month long display of books centered around characters and authors of the LGBTQ+ community. Alyssa will continue to do weekly book talks on social media about books from the display.
· Alyssa will be presenting a This Week in History blurb using local newspaper articles from the micro film section of the library. Cynthia invited her to use the photo collection from the Historical Society. This will be interesting as well and encouraging to our patrons to use the micro film available at the library.
· The Literary Council will resume meetings in November of 2021.

New business
· Water bill is high due to the sprinklers not turning off. I was made aware of the issue from Bookmobile when they noticed that the sprinklers were still going after a couple of days. I notified the city as soon as I was made aware of it. I don’t know how long they were going but based on the bill they must have been going for some time. 
· We got our new shelving and the Young Adult section is looking great! We are excited for this space and it has been heavily utilized by teenagers in the community. We did have to post a sign saying “Young Adults only, everyone else please limit your browsing to 15mins” due to adults wanting to hang out in that space. 
· Our search for a mascot for the children’s section of the library is underway. The candidates are an Eagle, Fox, Bear, Cat, Unicorn, and Dragon. A winner will be announced via Facebook and Instagram at the end of Summer Reading. 
· Masks are now only required for non-vaccinated individuals, this is going off of the recent information that Governor Inslee passed on June 30th. It is based on an honor system. We do require all children between the ages of 5 to 11 to wear a mask. We also no longer limit people to 30mins in the library. The only restrictions we have in place is social distancing, children masks, and 30 mins on the computers, since we only have the four.
· We reorganized the DVDs to open up the floor more due to the hot weather. We are acting as a Cooling Center so we placed the DVDs on the shelf and brought out more seating for everyone. Seating is about 3 to 6 feet apart to try and maintain social distancing. 
· There is no assigned cultural diversity awareness for July so our displays are centered around Summer Reading and the American Revolution this month. The Summer Reading display has books that are on the bingo cheat and the American Revolution is a mixture of fiction and non-fiction books. 
· We had second interviews on Thursday July 8th for the CST position. We are hopeful that we will have a chosen candidate by the end of the week.
