Minutes from October were read and approved. 

Old Business:

~ Betty asked about the patterns for the crocheted hats. Calvin told us a pamphlet is provided with step by step instructions on making the beanie. More experienced crocheters can use their own design. There is already a tote of completed beanies for those who need one. Donations of Size 5 hooks and yarn will still be appreciated. Betty said the Sr. Center might donate some supplies.
