Old business from minutes
~ After Alyssa discussed the bathroom problem with the Wenatchee legal team it was decided to open the bathrooms for patrons only. A librarian will open the bathroom door for the patron and it can also be checked for cleanliness at that time. If someone abuses the bathroom they will lose privileges. If the masking mandate isn't followed and if there are more problems, the bathrooms may be closed once more. Verbal abuse has continued and librarians are keeping record of people who are known to be a constant issue. The person not wearing a mask will generally leave when asked to and if they don't, Alyssa lets them know that if they don't leave, the police will be called.  
~ The NCW is in the process of upgrading the inside and outside of the library building with security cameras, starting with three cameras. Mitel will be coming soon to map out the wire system so the cameras will be connected to the cloud, the phone system and WiFi. The librarians will be able to monitor areas of the library that can't be seen from the front desk and the IT department in Wenatchee will have access to the films as needed. It is hoped that all the NCW libraries will eventually be set up with security cameras, especially the more rural libraries.
