Minutes from May were read and approved with one correction. Malissa Little provided the following information regarding New Business #2 on summer hours: All locations are reviewing hours for summer and the tentative rollout date for new hours is June 12. Not all locations have the same hours of operation and are determined with input from local staff and review of use statistics. The union will be given notice of new hours and must also approve prior to changing.

3) Our guest FindtheRightPassion asked if Juneteenth will also be celebrated and Alyssa reported that  there will be a presentation starting this week and on Monday there will be some virtual programming as well as a book display.

4) The Summer Reading Program starts June 13th. On Thursdays from 1:00-2:00 there will be crafts in the park for children and teens. Participants are asked to sign up on-line for supplies and extras participants will be first come first served but she anticipates there will be enough for all who come. All ages can sign up for Summer Reading at the Library.

5) On June 21st, 2:30-3:30 the library will host a guest speaker talking about End of Life Doula. This is a Doula who helps people prepare for dying. Q &A will follow.

6) On June 29th, 4:00-6:00, a DnD (Dungeons and Dragons) Character Sheet Workshop will be held to teach people how to create a DnD character. This is open to teens and adults. More workshop may follow depending on interest.

7) New summer hours: Monday 10-6:00, Tuesday 10-7:00, Wednesday 12-6:00, Thursday 10-6:00, Fridays 10-5:00, Saturday 12-4:00, Sunday closed. The new hours will help the librarians by giving them time to do training, paperwork and community activates.

8) Computer training day may poosibly be changed from Wednesdays to Fridays.

9) NCW is preparing for the remodel at this time by going through bids, with tours to follow possibly in the fall/winter and possibly start construction next year.

10) Thanks to Cynthia for planting and weeding the flagpole garden.
