6) From Alyssa's understanding the work done on the HVAC was maintenance work that needed to be done, which was a large expense. The city budget isn't something that she has access to unless upon request.

7) Winter reading program has started and will run through the end of February. There will be several kinds of rubber duckies for prizes.

8) Jo asked for clarity on certificates of appointment and how long the terms last. Also about the need to find more board members.
